In line 27, delete “(4)” and insert “(5)”.

In line 29, after the period insert “Notwithstanding ORS 192.501, reports on any inventories of
biomass conducted by the department shall be made available for public inspection.”.

In line 30, delete “(5)” and insert “(6)”.

In line 32, delete “(6)” and insert “(7)”.

In line 37, delete “(7)” and insert “(8)”.

In line 39, delete “(8)” and insert “(9)” and after “report” delete the rest of the line.

In line 40, delete “Board of Forestry, utilizing, to the” and insert “every three years utilizing,
to the greatest”.

In line 44, after “conversion” insert “and to avoid negative effects on the environment from
woody biomass collection and conversion”.
